Section 2: Knowledge and Understanding


Comments from mentor/tutor

2.1 They have a secure knowledge and understanding of the subject(s) they are trained to teach. For those qualifying to teach secondary pupils this knowledge and understanding should be at a standard equivalent to degree level.

For Key Stage 3, they know and understand the relevant National Curriculum Programme(s) of study, and for those qualifying to teach one or more of the core subjects, the relevant frameworks, methods and expectations set out in the National Strategy for Key Stage 3. All those qualifying to teach a subject at Key Stage 3 know and understand the cross-curricular expectations of the National Curriculum and are familiar with the guidance set out in the National Strategy for Key Stage 3.

For Key Stage 4 and post 16, they are aware of the pathways for progression through the 14-19 phase in school, college and work-based settings. They are familiar with the Key Skills as specified by QCA and the national qualifications framework, and they know the progression within and from their own subject and the range of qualifications to which their subject contributes. They understand how courses are combined in students' curricula.


Ian has strong content knowledge of the areas taught at KS3 GCSE and AS level. He needs to think more explicitly about the nature of the subject as a discipline undertaking and reflecting upon recommended readings. He has begun to address areas of the Knowledge, Skills and Understanding in his teaching but without conviction. He has an understanding of the cross-curricular expectations of the National Curriculum and is familiar with the KS3 Strategy but these have been applied to the subject in a formulaic way without any regard for how they develop learning in the subject. He is familiar with the Key Skills as specified by QCA and the ways and which these can be developed in the subject.

Section 3.1: Planning, expectations and targets


Comments from mentor/tutor

3.1.1 They set challenging teaching and learning objectives which are relevant to all pupils in their classes. They base these on their knowledge of:

- the pupils  - evidence of their past and current achievement  - the expected standards for pupils of the relevant age range
- the range and content of work relevant to pupils in that age range.

Ian’s learning objectives are concerned solely with the acquisition of content knowledge and contain insufficient focus on the development of pupils’ historical understanding and skills. Objectives are often insufficiently challenging for pupils.

Comments from mentor/tutor

3.2.1 They make appropriate use of a range of monitoring and assessment strategies to evaluate pupils' progress towards planned learning objectives, and use this information to improve their own planning and teaching.


Ian has used summative assessment strategies to assess pupils learning. He has begun to incorporate strategies into his lessons to enable him to begin to assess the learning taking place. He needs to extend his repertoire of formative assessment strategies and to reflect on this assessment information in order to inform his planning and teaching.

Section 3.3:  Teaching: Teaching and class management


Comments from mentor/tutor

3.3.1 They have high expectations of pupils and build successful relationships, centred on teaching and learning. They establish a purposeful learning environment where diversity is valued and where pupils feel secure and confident.


Ian’s lessons are not always characterised by a purposeful learning environment. If pupils are insufficiently challenged by or interested in the work set they go off task, this has resulted in incidents of poor behaviour by a minority of pupils. Ian has begun to overcome this by improving his lesson planning and articulating his expectations of pupils’ behaviour.

All those qualifying to teach a subject at Key Stage 3 must be able to use the cross-curricular elements, such as literacy and numeracy, set out in the National Strategy for Key Stage 3, in their teaching, as appropriate to their specialist subject;

 those qualifying to teach Key Stage 4 and post-16 pupils teach their specialist subject(s) competently and independently using, as relevant to the subject and age range, the National Curriculum Programmes of Study and related schemes of work, or programmes specified for national qualifications. They also provide opportunities for pupils to develop the key skills specified by QCA.


Ian has attempted to incorporate the development of skills and historical understanding into his teaching, however he lacks conviction and an understanding of what constitutes progression in these areas, this has resulted in him planning and teaching lessons focused on the acquisition of content knowledge but attempting to match them to the National Curriculum Knowledge, Skills and Understanding in his lesson plans. He has used the KS 3 Strategy to investigate the contribution of history to cross-curricular elements as a result he has taught a number of lessons which aim to develop pupils literacy and numeracy but in way which fails to either link to or to develop their learning in the subject.

He has attempted to incorporate a greater range of learning activities with some limited success, as they have not always been the most appropriate ways of achieving learning objectives.

Activities for higher attaining pupils have focused on providing additional work rather than providing greater levels of challenge.

For example: Draws appropriately from a wide repertoire of teaching and learning strategies to achieve very effective learning; Perceptive evaluation of lessons; High degree of flexibility and responsiveness in their teaching; Maximises the potential of resources available, including ICT; Consistently organises effective learning that is challenging and well paced; Creates consistently purposeful learning environments; Impressive classroom presence.
Grade 2. Consistently meets all of the standards with no significant weaknesses.

Grade 3. Usually meets all of the standards; there are small number of significant but surmountable weaknesses. For example: Is competent but in a limited repertoire of teaching and learning strategies; Homework not always tied into lesson objectives; Behaviour management strategies limited in range and effectiveness; Lessons occasionally lack pace, challenge or organisation; Evaluation of lessons is sometimes limited.
Grade 4. Has frequently failed to meet one or more of the Standards.
Summary comments (mentor and tutor)

Ian has failed to meet a number of the standards concerned with teaching and class management.
Areas of particular strength

Areas that would benefit from further development

Plan lessons which develop pupils’ historical skills and understanding.

Develop cross-curricular elements such as literacy and numeracy.

Ensure that starter and plenary activities are linked to the lesson focus.

Plan activities which provide additional challenge for higher attaining pupils.

Use ICT for valid historical purposes rather than for comprehension and presentation purposes.
