	Were the learning outcomes sufficiently met?
	· Most, by around mid-lesson could give a rough definition of what was meant by the term ‘query’. This was apparent through feedback received during the discussion and also during observation of students whilst they worked.  
· After giving an easily understandable definition of the word ‘query and promoting students to think of examples of queries which they can have on their databases, it was once again recognisable that the student not only knew what a query was, but also the purpose.

· It seemed as though most were comfortable in understanding how to create most queries.

· Most students understood how to generate reports from queries, after the demonstration at the beginning of the lesson.

· Most students understood how to create switchboard and this was established through observation of their work



	General lesson understanding & Areas of difficulty
	The progression from previous lesson was very good. Some of the concepts discussed in the class were not new to the student as it had been covered in prior lesson, and thus the opening discussion went smoothly without too many stoppages. After the demonstration on how to produce queries/reports and switchboard, it was evident from the observation that most students did grasp the topic, but as expected some students needed concepts to be explained them individually and at a much slower pace. This was evident from the work they were producing once they were allowed to continue with their work. 

 

	Differentiation
	The opening demonstration went quiet smoothly as it seemed that most students were getting to grasp on how to create queries/reports and switchboard. This then became confirmed as I was able to recognise that most students, apart from a few did get to grasp with the skills. Students who were confused with how to carry out these skills were seen individually as there were only a few, and it was not too necessary for me to attend to students who knew exactly what they were doing.  



	Assessment
	The lesson was filled with question and answer periods and discussions took place continuously.  It proved to be successful when monitoring how much pupils have learnt.



	Classroom Management

	This class is mainly very well behaved, and I have not had any problem with them prior to this lesson, and this lesson followed similar pattern in terms of behaviour, as most students behaved very well, and those who seemed to get confused and were requiring my aid, waited patiently without disrupting any of the other students.
