	Were the learning outcomes sufficiently met?
	· Most pupils seemed to successfully understand the concept of having a relationship database for their project, and this was established predominantly by oral questioning and 
· It seemed as though most were comfortable in understanding what was required from them from the Implementation stage

· However only a small amount of students understood how to decide upon a relationship between two different tables

· Most students understood how to create switchboard and this was established through observation of their work



	General lesson understanding & Areas of difficulty
	The progression from previous lesson was good.  Most of the concepts were not brand new to pupils as they vaguely new what these concepts were from some of the prior lessons.  However, when asked the question of what was a ‘query’ and why it was needed some of the students felt somewhat daunted as though they have never heard it, even though through observation it was obvious that they had done the queries in the Database project. Most of the students, who told me of their concern in the previous lesson about some of the components of the implementation stage in the prior lesson, now seemed comfortable as to what they will be required to do. This was evident from the work they were producing once they were allowed to continue with their work. 

 

	Differentiation
	Three students were away the previous lesson so their understanding suffered slightly and they did not quite understand the beginning presentation.  This made me go through certain aspects when pupils started their activity and delayed proceedings slightly.



	Assessment
	The lesson was filled with question and answer periods and discussions took place continuously.  It proved to be successful when monitoring how much pupils have learnt.



	Classroom Management

	Dealing with the pupils who had not been at the previous lesson interrupted my lesson plan slightly, as I was required to spend more time with them in explaining some of the concepts, which were discussed in the previous lesson.  No severe disruptions or misbehaviour though, but one or two pupils did start to chat amongst each other, during the opening demonstration and discussion, but it did not seem discuss anyone else. 



	Conclusion

	As expected, the resource management ran very effectively. Pupils felt engaged during the demonstration. Their objectives were not shown on the board, which would have been a good idea, but instead they were told to the students verbally. The e-resources available on the school network were quite successful in helping pupils to familiarise themselves with the requirements of the implementation stage. The demonstration did seem to go longer than necessary, which was why we ran out of time, and thus not been able to do the planned plenary, which would have allowed the students to do peer assessment. 
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
