Professional Values and Practice (high expectations of all, respect diversity; consistency, consideration; positive role model; reflective practice; professional responsibilities; inclusive practice)
Positive attitudes towards their work were displayed by students with all students being on task and absorbed in their work. Students were carrying out the implementation stage of their coursework, and were heavily motivated to finish before the deadline.  Students were clearly developing the capacity for both independent and collaborative learning

Knowledge and Understanding (accuracy and security of subject knowledge; how pupils learn, factors affecting learning; relevant N.C./POS and frameworks/14-19 requirements/KS 3 strategy, cross curricula expectations, key skills; ICT, SEN Code of Practice)

Trainee demonstrated excellent subject knowledge through demonstrating techniques and explaining their purpose, highlighting assessment criteria and responding to students’ questions.
Teaching: Planning, expectations and targets (pupil diversity as a resource; challenge and appropriateness of objectives, match with plan, assessments and pupils’ needs; appropriate resources ; use of support staffing; continuity and progression)
Students were engaged in a wide range of activities.  Students were given activities that they found difficult, but attainable and stimulating.  Modelling and coaching were the main teaching activities adopted

Teaching: Monitoring and Assessment (range of monitoring assessment strategies to improve planning and teaching; including formative; development of pupil self-evaluation of learning; use of published assessment specifications; individual needs; pupils learning English as an additional language; systematic recording of pupil progress)

Students were involved in the process of assessing their work through self evaluation, peer evaluation and student/teacher evaluation.  Most students were clear about how they could improve their work.  Students were encouraged to express their own opinions and/or ideas, which was clear to see during the opening discussion 

Teaching: Teaching and class management (learning environment, relationships with pupils; application of knowledge of N.C./ KS 3 Strategy etc; structure of lessons - interest and motivation, communication of learning objectives to pupils, inter-active teaching methods, collaborative group work, active and independent learning; differentiation; support for pupils with English as an additional language; provision for difference; organisation, time management; management of pupil behaviour; use of ICT;  homework and other out-of-class work; collaboration with other colleagues; equal opportunities; presence and performance)

The trainee teacher planned effectively & set clear objectives that were understood, although a couple of students did require further explanation of what was required.

The lesson had an engaging and focused start, but a couple of weaker student could have felt that the pace of lesson was going too fast.  Most students played an active part in the lesson, and it could have been a better idea, if some of the weaker students joined in with the discussion.  As the students were doing an assessed coursework, all students were doing a similar activity, but it was clear that the teacher was making sure that all students stayed on topic

Teaching & Learning were strengths of lesson.  Positive relationships with students were demonstrated.
