Professional Values and Practice

As always Melinda you display the highest professional values.  You create a positive role model for the students and are aware of strategies to promote equal opportunities in the classroom.  You use praise at certain points in the lesson to encourage students participation, although I think that you could praise more frequently particularly those students who do not participate as much as others.

Knowledge and Understanding

Within your lesson plan you have addressed some key dramatic strategies to use and do your best to ensure that these are dealt with during the lesson, however I am not sure that all students fully understood the requirements as you failed to inform them of the lesson aims despite having them displayed on the board.  I do not think that this helped you within the lesson.

Teaching: Planning, expectations and targets

The lesson plan itself was ok, although I do feel that there could have been a greater variety of tasks to include some individual work and self and peer assessment.  I also feel that the content of the work is not challenging enough for this particular group, which puts into question your expectations of the group.  You are aware of what they can achieve and appreciate that they do not achieve their normal standard of work.  Could you have set them and yourself some targets for next week at the end of the lesson.

Teaching: Monitoring and Assessment

Your use of questioning to assess students in the lesson was good at points and at other times missed the mark.  Maybe you could consider more self assessment and peer assessment tasks.  You have however monitored this class over a sustained period of time and have been aware the progress that the students have made.

Teaching: Teaching and class management

You have developed a very good relationship with the students, which is evident throughout the lesson.  You do have a range of strategies that you employ to manage the lesson and I like the way you bring the students into the space in small groups and the way that you have the white boards under the chairs for the pairs task.  Despite the fact that this is not your best lesson with them, there is still a nice atmosphere in the room throughout the lesson.

Further Comments

This was a difficult lesson for you and the students due to the cameras and I do feel that this disadvantaged you, as you were nervous as were the students.  There were many good parts of the lesson and I look forward to seeing where you take it next week.
