- children were initially confused about the fruit being passed around, it would have been helpful to have introduced

   each fruit first and given clearer instructions about passing it round. 

+ all pupils participated in task including S.E.N. & EAL  

+ you were very positive and praised children for their participation and effort as well as for their achievements.

+You encouraged pupils to sound the  initial letter for the days of the week

- more able children were not always given opportunities to participate at an appropriate level and could have been

  included with a different level of questioning about the story

- W (SEN child) was not always fully involved or given appropriate opportunities. For example, you could have

  prepared a sand tray for him to write initial letters and you could have given the TA some fruit to pass round a

  smaller circle of children with W in.
