Reflecting on your own practice

The activity was quite challenging as it involved the children sitting still for a period of time and having good listening skills. 

The resources

The resources were put in place prior to the lesson.  I used the big book, ‘The Very Hungry Caterpillar’.  I also used props (caterpillar teddy) to stimulate the children, to use for discussion purposes and to illustrate meaning.  I used objects such as fruit and my display to encourage the development of sign language.

Your organisation

I feel the lesson was very well organised and the children were eager to answer questions.   The lesson had a structure to it and it flowed rather well.

Your interactions, interventions and scaffolding

I intervened during the lesson to encourage the children to focus on different elements of the story.  I asked questions such as, ‘How many apples?’  to develop their mathematical skills.  I also asked the children to name the fruit to scaffold learning and for the children to sign them.  I asked the children to make a prediction by asking them what they thought would happen next.

The support you offered to children

I supported all children throughout the lesson by asking them for their ideas.  I praised the children, to develop their confidence.  I also asked the children if they would come to the front of the class to sign a fruit.

The particular language you used

How do I hold a book?

What is this bit of the book called?

Discuss and reinforce vocabulary: front cover, title, and prediction.

Reinforce vocabulary: cocoon, caterpillar turning into a butterfly.

The ways in which you supported children with EAL

I supported the EAL children by having a N.N to support them.  A dictionary was used to illustrate meaning from English into Urdu.

The ways in which you supported children with SEN

I supported the SEN children by encouraging them to focus on the pictures.  A T.A was available to provide one to one support, to keep them focused and on task and encourage them to touch and feel the fruit.

How well you planned for the nursery or reception team

I believe this lesson was well planned, resourced and organised.  This was a good lesson to develop their listening skills.  The children enjoyed the story and they were able to sustain listening, responding to hear to what they have heard by relevant comments, questions or actions.  I enjoyed this lesson, as the children demonstrated excellent signing skills.
