In 1909 the � HYPERLINK "http://www.spartacus.schoolnet.co.uk/USAnaacp.htm" �National Association for the Advancement of Coloured People� (NAACP) is formed. A national organisation to defend black rights





 ‘� HYPERLINK "http://www.spartacus.schoolnet.co.uk/USAcrisis.htm" �Crisis�’ magazine was published in 1910 to highlight problems for blacks and was selling 100,000 copies a month to both blacks and whites. �

In Mississippi by 1959, 42% of the population were black but only 2% were registered to vote





Mary McLeod Bethune established the Daytona Educational and Industrial Institute for Negro Girls. By 1922 it had over 300 students





In 1955 the trial for the murder of Emmett Till, a 14 year old black boy, saw an all white jury set the two men free despite overwhelming evidence.








The Klu Klux Klan was reformed in 1915 in opposition to the NAACP

Rubin Stacy was lynched by a white mob in 1935, but was later found to have committed no crime.








By 1941 none of the aircraft manufacturer Boeing's 41,000 workers was black





In 1929 the BSCP became the first successful black � HYPERLINK "http://www.spartacus.schoolnet.co.uk/USAunion.htm" �trade union� to protect black workers





In the 1940s Arna Bontemps became a University professor, and later taught at the famous � HYPERLINK "http://www.spartacus.schoolnet.co.uk/USAyale.htm" �Yale University�.








In 1941, the army and air force refused to train black officers and pilots. The navy only employed blacks as kitchen staff





By the end of 1956, in 6 southern states not a single black child was attending a school with white children
