	Aim of Lesson
	To continue exploring witchcraft, now in the present day looking at tarot cards, horoscopes and clairvoyance, exploring and discussing societies views on these through explorative strategies and drama skills.

	To be able to discuss and explore different views on either tarot cards, horoscopes or clairvoyance using hotseating, thought aloud, tableau, soliloquy and role play.

	Arrive to lesson

Take register/set homework

Warm up

Line of view – one end of room really believe in TC/CV/HS to other end where they strongly disagree – pupils stand where they think their views lie.

Task one – groups 4/5

Each group is given information/article on either tarot cards/clairvoyance/horoscope, piece of blank paper and pen

Discussion – one person reads article out loud – then group brainstorm everything about their topic including peoples views of them.

Task 2 – same groups

Teacher sets up space with three chairs positioned in room

Hot seat – teacher chooses one person in each group – rest of group hot seat them agree with/2nd person disagrees with TC/CV/HS

Write on piece of paper reason why people may have views.

Task 3 – same groups

Family who have been effected by TC/CV/HS – up to group whether good or bad

a) create 3 tableau before/happening/after.

b) Thought aloud in each tableau.

c) Show/evaluate – GCSE comments/how could it be improved?

d) Solo work develop thoughts aloud into a soliloquy of your characters views on TC/CV/HS.

e) Extension – bring scene to life.
