Monitoring and Assessment Tasks

The following tasks should be completed during your Practical Teaching Experience.

For some of the tasks, it may be better to focus on a small cross section of pupils rather than a full class.

1. Find out what assessment information is available to you as you start teaching your classes.

· How is this information used by the school and the department?

· How has this information been useful to you in your teaching?

2. Select a lesson plan in which you show that you are using information gained in previous lessons to inform your planning.

3. Keep a selection of your pupils’ work which you have marked (photocopies, video, photos)

· Identify the criteria you used to assess the work and say whether pupils were aware of the criteria.

· Ensure that you include the advice/ feedback you gave to pupils and the targets you set them.

· Consider whether pupil performance has improved as a result of the above.

4. Give an example of how you have planned in a specific lesson plan or a series of lesson plans to meet the needs of Gifted and Talented pupils.

5. Give an example of how you have used an IEP in a specific lesson plan or a series of lesson plans.

6. With a specific class with whom you have developed positive relationships, create an activity lesson in which they will assess their own performance and that of their peers. Explain the criteria used by pupils to assess their own performance. Comment on the effectiveness of the activity/activities, and whether the pupils were able to set themselves learning targets.

7. Having read the King’s College research on the uses of formative assessment, choose an idea from your reading (e.g. traffic lighting) and use it with a chosen class. Evaluate the outcome of your chosen strategy.

8. Mark examples of pupil work from a cross section across the attainment targets for your subject. Allocate an NC level for the KS3 pupils and a GCSE grade for the KS4 pupils. Then consult your subject mentor. How accurate were your assessments of the levels /grades? 

9. Focus on the work of a pupil who is working for GCSE in your subject specialist area at the Grade C/D boundary. Pick out the features of this pupil’s work which indicate that the pupil could get a Grade C and the areas of this pupil’s work which need improvement.

10. Consult a range of teachers about their recording strategies.       Having developed your own system, explain your strategies for recording pupil work.

11.Read a selection of reports from teachers at your school. Note  the style and content of comments. Compare these to the exemplar reports on the DfES website. Record your observations.

12.Using the annual report template from your school, write a ‘mock’ subject report for 2 contrasting pupils suitable for parents/.carers which gives them a progress report on the work you have completed with them. Using a copy of the Form Tutor Report, write a report on the pupils’ overall development and progress so far during the year.

13. After attending a parents’ consultation meeting for one of the classes you teach, write a short evaluation of the meeting and consider what information you need to refer to when you are talking to parents.
