Definitions 

“Assessment for Learning is …the process of seeking and interpreting evidence for use by learners and their teachers to decide where the learners are in their learning, where they need to go and how best to get there.”

“In this paper … the term assessment refers to all those activities undertaken by teachers, and by their students in assessing themselves, which provide information to be used as feedback to modify the teaching and learning activities in which they are engaged.”

Assessment for learning (AfL)

· Is part of effective planning

· Focuses on how pupils learn

· Is central to classroom practice

· Is a key professional skill

· Is sensitive and constructive

· Fosters motivation

· Promotes understanding of goals and criteria

· Helps learners know how to improve

· Develops the capacity for self and peer assessment

· Recognises all educational achievement.

Assessment Reform Group 2002

Assessment for learning (key characteristics)

· Is embedded in a view of teaching and learning, of which it is an essential part

· Involves sharing learning goals with pupils

· Aims to help pupils to know and recognise the standards they are aiming for

· Involves pupils in peer- and self-assessment

· Provides feedback, which leads to pupils recognising their next steps and how to take them

· Promotes confidence that every child can improve

· Involves both teacher and pupils reviewing and reflecting on assessment data 

Assessment Reform Group (1999) 

Why assess?

Formative assessment:

Class teachers need information about pupils’  learning for planning purposes. They need an estimation of what has been achieved so far in order to plan the next activity. 

Diagnostic assessment:

A teacher may need to find out if a child’s progress is being impeded by a particular difficulty and then to formulate appropriate supportive measures. This is diagnostic assessment which may be seen as a specialised example of formative assessment.

Summative assessment:

Teachers are accountable to parents and others for the learning that goes on. They collect evidence which seeks to give an overall summary of learning gains over a particular period of time.
