The Little House Activity

Purpose: For trainees to understand the importance of ensuring that pupils know the criteria against which they are being assessed.

Ask trainees to draw a house (give no further information).

Trainees should then do another activity while the teacher responsible for the PTE marks the pictures. Award marks according to criteria only known to the teacher responsible for the PTE, eg 

	1 mark for each window they have drawn

4 marks if they have drawn a chimney

2 marks if the front door is not in the centre of the house

1 mark if there is smoke coming from the chimney

3 marks if they have drawn a garden

2 marks if they have drawn curtains in the window


In subsequent discussion trainees, hopefully, will see how unfair it is not to inform pupils of the assessment criteria before setting the task, and understand how pupil attainment will improve if they are aware of the assessment criteria.
