	In Science, pupils are asked to evaluate a scheme of work they have just completed (gives pupils a voice in their learning)

Pupils expose a local shop for selling cigarettes to underage children (a ‘change action’ which can build sense of agency)

Pupils investigate recycling in Geography and present their views to the Council’s recycling officer (a ‘change action’ which can build sense of agency)

All members of the school community are consulted about a new Code of Conduct (gives pupils a voice in their learning)

Pupils present proposals to their Headteacher about improving sex education (gives students a voice in their learning and builds sense of agency)

Pupils perform a piece of protest music at an anti-racism demonstration

(gives students a voice in their learning and builds sense of agency)

15 pupils produce a community magazine for young people in an after school club (gives pupils a voice in their community)


	Pupils learn about Parliament in History (only Citizenship if they develop skills at the same time, eg by building debating skills through a mock parliament)

Pupils develop their communication skills in Drama (only if their communication skills are used for a ‘change action’ or the subject matter has some link to Citizenship)

In Music, pupils learn about protest music (only if they apply their learning to a real issue through a change action)

Pupils raise money for a charity by taking part in a sponsored silence (probably not Citizenship, unless students organize the whole event themselves)


	Pupils learn about how to handle peer pressure, eg being encouraged by peers to start smoking (this is PSHE)

Pupils learn about safe sex and parenting by looking after a simulation (computerised) baby (this is PSHE)

Pupils go on work experience ( …although it may depend on the nature of the work experience)

Pupils spend a day on reception duty welcoming visitors (no sense of agency being built here!)

Pupils learn about healthy eating habits (this is PSHE)
