Activities: Pre-session

None suggested. Teacher responsible for initial teacher education to do following in preparation for session:

· print out the Powerpoint presentation  “ Citizenship Education: What’s it got to do with me?” with the guidance notes which come with each slide (this is one of the options when you print it out); to do this, in Windows XP, under the ’Print What’ options, choose ‘Notes Pages’). 

· the teacher will probably wish to look at the Card Sort Analysis cards and the document which has ‘answers’ and to photocopy and cut up the card sort statements.
· the teacher may wish to provide a simple template for the trainee application activity on planning (Powerpoint slide 18/19). (NB This is not provided)
Activities: During the session

	Introduction
	Introduce the session and outline the context, definition and implications of Citizenship education (Power Point Slides 1–7)

	Card Sort Activity
	Give trainees the card sort statements and ask them to divide them into 3 groups – those that are definitely Citizenship; possibly Citizenship; definitely not Citizenship (see Card Sort Analysis for ‘answers’)  (Slide 8-9)

	Input
	Outline the role of Citizenship in the curriculum and its relevance to all subjects. Use the case study to demonstrate how it can be put into practice (Slides 10–18)

	Application Activity
	Ask trainees to sit in small groups or subject groupings and to draft a scheme of learning or a few lessons which demonstrate good practice in Citizenship. Ask them to consider the impact of this approach on pupils’ motivation and learning (Slide 19)
