How would you positively deal with the situations without escalating conflict?

	A
	As you are walking down the corridor, you hear Tinu (year 10) calling Kashif in Year 9 a “mango-muncher”.  Kashif retorts by calling Tinu “pickyhead”.  Both boys are laughing

	B
	Two pupils are commenting on what they will do for lunch.  One of them asks the other, “Do you want to go to Chinky Chinaman’s Chop Shop?”

	C
	You are on playground duty.  Gulcan is messing around with Patricia.  As they are playing, Gulcan says to Patricia, “at least I haven’t got rubber lips”.  Patricia hits Gulcan in the face, making her lip bleed.  Gulcan bursts into tears and comes screaming to you saying that Patricia has attacked her.

	D
	Arzu a Turkish girl, is being teased by several girls in her class because she has a lot of facial hair.  On top of this, the girls call her “Turkish delight” and “Kebab”.

	E
	Asif is from Somalia.  Last year, Asif’s brother was beaten up by a gang of Caribbean boys in North London.  He is asked to share a table with Perry and Lamaar, two Caribbean boys who have teased him in the past.  Asif refuses despite your protestations.

	F
	You are on Year 9 dinner duty.  A white girl and a black girl are in a heated discussion.  As you walk past, the Black girl says to the white girl “Don’t try to copy us.  You’re just an overcompensating, mothercracking little wigger”.  The rest of the girls around her start to roar with laughter and start cheering.

	G
	Some year 7 girls approach you and tell you that they have found racist graffiti in the girls' toilets.  You investigate, and find words, “Ms X is White Trash”.

	H
	Henri (black) and Kane (White) are two pupils who have been disrupting Mr. Singh Gupta’s lesson on a regular basis.  They are fooling around outside the classroom as you approach them.  You ask them what they are doing there, and they tell you that they don’t like Mr. Singh-whatever his name is and how can they be expected to learn anything when he doesn’t speak English like everyone else.

	I
	Two Caribbean girls are discussing hair in the corridor.  One of them tells the other that she is jealous of the other because she has “coolie hair” inherited from her grandmother who was “coolie” (of East Indian descent).

	J
	A group of Black boys have just walked into your classroom late.  Two have combs in their hair and another has a top with the hood pulled up over his face.  They go to sit down.  School rules state that pupils should not have combs in their hair or wear hoodies in class.

	K
	As your class are settling down to work, a pupil of Caribbean descent calls an African pupil a “monkey”.  The class erupts into laughter.
