Meeting parents and carers

The following comments were collected from parents and carers at  school meetings:


1. ‘The information given to me was insufficient. The teacher did not seem to know my son very well and could not advise me of the best way of assisting him with his mathematics which he said was weak.’
2. ‘Some of the information given to me was inaccurate. I checked the marks which the teacher said Debbie had gained in English this term with her exercise book and they didn’t match’

3. ‘It would have been useful to have been able to ask questions. The teacher talked all the time and gave me so much information that I could not absorb it all’.

4. ‘I don’t understand all this business about levels. What is a level 5c? Couldn’t they simply tell us whether the children are doing better or worse that they should be?

5. ‘I’m sorry we didn’t attend the meeting as the notice was too short. Delvinder only gave us the information about it the previous day.’

6. ‘Could the meeting be organised to give me more privacy rather than in the school hall? My son was heavily criticised and I felt that other parents were listening. It was most embarrassing.’

7. ‘Many thanks to all the teachers for attending and giving me such a good report on Nivraj’.

8. ‘Mr Potter complained that John was lazy in class and also inattentive. John tells me that Mr Potter finds it difficult to control the class and that he cannot work with all the noise. Could something be done about this?’
9. ‘The time given on the timetabled meetings was too short. WE need at least half an hour with each teacher.’

10. ‘It would have been a successful meeting if teachers and parents had kept to the timetable. I missed three appointments in this way.’
