Behaviour Scenarios
	Laura arrives 5 minutes late to your lesson

	7CBr enter your classroom in a very disorderly manner

	Once settled, you ask for silence and begin to take the register.  You hear some low-noise, which begins to increase.  Tony and Mohamed begin talking across the class and can be heard above the low-level noise 

	The class settle.  You explain the objectives of the lesson and as the class record these, Tony says ‘this is long man.’  The class burst into laughter

	The class start a written activity, the majority are working well.  5 minutes into the activity Mohamed shouts to Tony, ‘hey, have you got a pen?’

	End of the lesson.  The class are packing away noisily, Tony has moved from his seat and is hitting Mohamed over the head with his planner, Mohamed is poking Tony with a pen


	Sally arrives to the lesson 10 minutes late without a note.  When you ask her where she has been, she answers, ‘what does it matter, I’m here now ain’t I?’

	5 minutes later, you overhear Sally saying to her partner, ‘she’s really taking the piss now’ 

	As the class work, you circulate and notice that Sally has completed no work.  You stand near Sally and she picks her pen up

	At the end of the 10 minute task, you ask the class to stop.  Sally continues to talk, she replies ‘for f**k’s sake, what’s your problem today?’


	Francesca enters the classroom chewing gum and with her tie undone

	The class are working quietly.  Francesca shouts to a boy at the other side of the room, ‘so do you fancy my mate Lilly then?’  When you speak to Francesca she tells you to ‘chill man, it’s only natural!’  The class ignore her comment

	The class continue working well.  Francesca is completing little work and continues to talk across the classroom in spite of you trying to help her with her work 

	Francesca starts talking to her partner about her plans for the weekend.  When you speak to her she starts packing away, gets up and walks towards the door shouting ‘that’s f**king it.  I’m going home.’
